PAPER WINDMILL
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You will need:
Card or stiff paper 
Strong narrow cardboard tube
Pea sticks

Strong sticky tape (e.g. Gaff tape)

Scissors &-or craft knife
pencil & ruler
Cut 8 ins / 20 cm square of card and draw diagonal lines from corner to corner You
can make a larger square if you like but it's more difficult to draw the diagonals with a
12" ruler.)

Mark a point on each diagonal line about 1.5 INS / 4 cm from the centre. Cut along each
diagonal from the outer corners to these marks.

Now paint or decorate the card; front and back because both sides show when the windmill is made up,
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Make a hole in the centre of the square and a hole in each alternate point of each corner.
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Insert the pea stick through the centre hole of the square. Then bend over each alternate point and thread the stick through its hole.

Thread the two washers onto opposite ends of the stick. The
washer at the front of the windmill should be securely taped to
the end of the stick.

Insert the rear end of the pea stick right through the narrow
cardboard tube about 2 INS / 5 cm from the top. It is best to
pierce guide holes or incisions in the tube first.

Pull the pea stick through the cardboard tube to a point where
the windmill forms a good shape and spins well. Then bind the
pea stick to the tube with sticky tape. (The pea stick forms a
spindle usually about 6-7 INS / 15-18 cm long.) Trim away the
excess pea stick.

Now move the windmill through the air and see it spin!
